Reserves

RDF: Discretionary Reserve, Discretionary funds to support activities and to backstop operations (e.g. Dean's reserve, Provost's reserve)

RDP: Department/Program Reserve, Discretionary funds to support program activities.  The program directors or operating unit directors manage these funds.

RDS: Dean's Strategic Funds, Yearly appropriation allocated from the endowment spending policy to support the school's strategic initiatives.  

RDO: Designated Operating Reserve, Funds to support operational backstops for unanticipated budget variances.

RMA: Minor Acquisition Betterments Reserve, "Funds reserved for purchase of minor acquisition betterments of $5,000 or less."

RCB: Capital Betterments Reserve, "Funds reserved for purchase of capital betterments greater than $5,000."

ROX: Other Reserves, Funds reserved for multi-purpose use within the school.
Research



FDR: Faculty Discretionary, "Funds received from the school or external sources to provide unrestricted support of the individual's academic and research activities.  "

FSR: Faculty Start-Up, "Funds received from the school, faculty enhancement initiative and/or other external entities to provide support of start up/instrumentation costs."

Programs



PSU: Start-Up Program, Funds to support the launch of a new program or initiative.

POX: Other Programs, "Funds received from the school or external sources to provide support of operational / organized activities of an existing program"
Endowments



ENP: Endowment Professorship, Endowment received in support of a chair professorship within the Duke schools.

Endowment Financial Aid/Scholarships
"Endowment received in support of providing aids to students in the form of scholarships, fellowships, and stipends."

EUA: UG Student Financial Aid/Scholarships, UG Student Financial Aid/Scholarships

EGA: Graduate Student Financial Aid/Scholarships, Graduate Student Financial Aid/Scholarships

EPA: Professional Student Financial Aid/Scholarships, Professional Student Financial Aid/Scholarships

ENR: Endowment Restricted, Endowment received in support of a specific aspect of a program within a particular unit.

ENU: Endowment Unrestricted, Endowment received in support of a program within a particular unit but without a predominate purpose.

ENL: Endowment Library, Endowment received for Library support/acquisitions.

ENB: Endowment Building/Programs, Endowment received in support of facilities and programs within a particular school or unit.

LIA: Life Income Assets, "This includes annuity funds, living trust gifts, and life insurance policy."

ENO: Other, Gifts that do not have a predominate purpose and for multi-purpose use.
Plant Funds



PFN: Non-Capital Projects, "Project cost of less than $100,000 or for budgeted use of capital betterments."

PF1: Tier I Capital Projects, "Project cost of $100,000 but less than $250,000"

PF2: Tier II Capital Projects, "Project cost of $250,000 but less than $2.5 million."

PF3: Tier III Capital Projects, Project cost of $2.5 million or greater.

Sponsored Grants and Contracts

SRF: Sponsored Research Federal, Research activities supported by federal grants and contracts.

SRS: Sponsored Research State, Research activities supported by state grants and contracts.

SRN: Sponsored Research Non-Government, Research activities supported by non-government grants and contracts.

Other



SCO: Service Components, "Operating units that provide goods or specific technical or administrative services within the University community.  "

AUX: Auxiliary, "Self supporting activities, primarily serving students, faculty, and staff by providing goods and services for a fee or sales price related to the cost of goods and services (e.g. Duke University Press)"
